WEST SIDE STORY.  More than fifty years ago one musical changed theater forever. Now 

it’s back, and mesmerizing audiences once again. From the first note to the final breath, 

WEST SIDE STORY soars as the greatest love story of all time.  Set in New York City in 

the mid-1950s, the musical explores the rivalry between the Jets and the Sharks, two 

teenage street gangs of different ethnic backgrounds. The members of the Sharks from 

Puerto Rico are taunted by the Jets, a white working-class group.  The young protagonist 

Tony, one of the Jets, falls in love with Maria, the sister of Bernardo, the leader of the 

Sharks. The dark theme, sophisticated music, extended dance scenes, and focus on 

social problems marked a turning point in American musical theatre. 

 

The Marcus Center for the Performing Arts is located in the center of the Milwaukee’s 

downtown theater district at 929 N. Water Street and offers the best of cultural and 

community programming in the state.
